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12th SUNDAY IN
ORDINARY TIME

I don’t know about you, but
I am a worrier! And I find
myself often worrying about things that I think are
going to happen. It is as if I have a crystal ball, and
think that I can see into the future. But what I am
realizing more and more is that I can’t predict the
future. And most of the things that I think are going
to happen never do; or at least not in the way that I
“predicted.”

In the first reading, Jeremiah sounds worried. He
says: “I hear the whisperings of many: ‘Terror on
every side! Denounce! Let us denounce him!’ All
those who were my friends are on the watch for any
misstep of mine.” Jeremiah is filled with fear
because he sees that the people do not want to listen
to the prophetic message that God has asked him to
proclaim. Yet notice what he does; he doesn’t give
into his fears: “But the Lord is with me, like a
mighty champion: my persecutors will stumble,
they will not triumph.” Jeremiah is leaving things in
God’s hands, confident the Father will protect him
and prevail over the evil that surrounds him.

In the Gospel, Jesus says very plainly: “do not be
afraid…” We should take comfort in these words
because Jesus knows us better than we know
ourselves. Jesus knows everything that is going on –
there is nothing hidden from him. These reassuring
images from Matthew’s Gospel should give us the
courage to stop projecting into the future, to put the
crystal ball away (so-to-speak) and trust that as long
as we are honest with ourselves, pray everyday, and
seek to do God’s will, we will be cared for. We will
live in the light of truth and integrity, and our fears
will be replaced with a sense of security in the One
who gave us life.
