The real significance of the empty tomb did not hit
me until the first Easter after my father had dikd.
remember visiting my father's grave that first
Easter, and | thought to myself: “Why are we doing
this?” “Are we going to see my Dad? Is this where
he is?” And then the words that the angel spoke
when they came to Jesus’ tomb” “He is not here.” |
remember looking down at Dad’s grave and
thinking: he’s not here. He is with Christ. Thisivi

to my father's grave was not so much to pay
respects to the physical remains buried in theheart
but rather, to acknowledge that because of Christ’s
death and resurrection my father was offered new
life. This was promised him at his baptism, and had
been fulfilled. So the grave pointed to life, just

the empty tomb in the gospel points to Resurrection
Although my father’'s body might be in the ground
he was somewhere else — sharing the joy of heaven.

Imagine what Mary Magdalene must have been
thinking on her way to pay respects at Jesus’ tomb.
Seeing the stone rolled away, and thinking Jesus’
body had been stolen. And then eventually seeing
Jesus in all His resurrected glory. Hopes thought

dashed were restored: what seemed an end or a

defeat turned into a beginning and a victory.

Because of Easter we must be people of hope.
