26" SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
The parable we are presented with
this week might seem, at first glance,
to be overly simple. Yet, it is in its very
simplicity that this parable conveys a
profound message.

A man has two sons. He asks both of thegotout
and work in his vineyard. The first says “I will tioBut
then changes his mind and does what he is asked. Th
second son says “yes”, but then doesn’t go. Obtiyous
the first son is the one who does his father’s. will

What's the point of all this? Well, let’s look at
this parable on a deeper level. The first son’séjerk”
reaction to the question was to say “no.” Appasentl
working in his father’s vineyard is not somethirgfelt
like doing. But notice what happens: he reconsjcerd
realizes that obeying his father was the rightghimdo.
What about the second son? Perhaps he is playing a
game with his father. Maybe he knows that his fiathe
won't check up on him, so if he says “yes” but then
never shows up for work, who would know? The second
son is being deceptive, and perhaps we can ga as fa
to say that he is living a lie.

As with other parables, this one makes us think
about ourselves. Are we being honest in our relah@
with God and others, or are we in some way “fakigy
Are we trying to make things look good on the stefa
but within not being motivated by the right intemts?

Jesus presents this parable to the chief priest and
elders for a reason. And although they answer Jesus
question correctly, they don’t seem to realize desus
sees them as being like the second son — thattieey
really living a lie; wanting to look good on therface,
but in reality not doing things for the right reasoThen
Jesus makes it very clear to them: “...tax collectord
prostitutes are entering the kingdom of God bejane.”
The people who would have been seen as lowesteon th
social scale have a better understanding of Jesus’
message than their religious leaders! These “siirzee
coming to the realization of who Jesus really ig] they
are deciding to do the right thing. They are omebding
transformed by Christ. The chief priests and elderst
think they need to change. They think they are fiils¢
as they are. Their holiness is only “skin-deep”.

Jesus is asking us to be persons of integrity; to
acknowledge our sinfulness and allow ourselvesto b
transformed by the saving act of Christ. Even ttowg
may have said “no” at sometime in our life, we are
always invited to turn that “no” into a “yes” — atlow
Christ to put our lives back on the right path tleaids to
Him.
