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Saint Paul, in his letter to
the Romans, writes that:
“You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” He then
adds: “Love is the fulfillment of the law.” This is a good
starting point for our reflection on the readings for this
23rd Sunday. Love needs to be the foundation of all our
relationships.

In Matthew’s Gospel Jesus offers very practical advice –
almost a step-by-step procedure on how to handle
conflict within the community- how to deal with
someone who has done us harm. But I think what this
procedure presumes is a desire for resolution to the
dispute or problem. It is presuming a foundation rooted
in some type of respect and love for the other person. So
often we approach conflict or disagreements with the
idea that we are entering a battle in which we must
emerge as the victor. This is usually not a good approach
to these types of situations. Although there is the need to
address the problem and “speak out to a person when
they are doing evil and have been warned by the Lord,”
as stated in our first reading from Ezekiel, there is
importance in the way we approach the situation. The
desire here is to help one another, or to assist someone
who might be in danger. And so, we are asked to try our
best to work things out, keeping focused on the dignity
of the other person. Remember what the goal is – not
conquest or self-righteousness - but rather healing and
reconciliation. There are things we too might need to
learn in these situations, just as much as the other
person.
